


John 6 ~ Background

/

* “Then a great multitude followed Him (Jesus), because they saw
the signs which He performed...” (verse 2)

 His disciples asked, “Where shall we buy bread, that all of these
may eat?” (verse 5)

 Jesus feeds 5,000 people with 5 loaves and 2 small fish. (v. 7-14)

* The next day, the people looked for Jesus, but he had left to the
other side of the sea. The people also got into boats, seeking
Jesus. (verse 24)

* The people asked Jesus a very important question... “What must
we do, to be doing the works of God?”




Work #1 ~ Going to church

» Attending church is a good thing, it helps us learn about God, and
be around others who also want to learn.

* Some people attend church every week, others attend only on
special holidays

» Going to church, is NOT the work God requires




Work #2 ~ Prayer

* Prayer is an important way for us to talk with God

» People pray in different ways...some use special beads, others use

a prayer book, and others pray by folding their hands and bowing
their head.

* Prayer is great, but it is NOT the work that God requires.




Work #3 ~ Helping others

 Serving others is the right thing to do.

* When you help others, it makes you feel good, and it blesses
others too.

« Examples include: Helping your mom and dad clean up, carrying
items for a friend, or taking the dog for a walk.

» Helping out is really great, but it is NOT the work that God
requires.
